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Medicare benefits for Nursing home patients who require Ambulance

Medicare will cover the following types of treatments for patients requiring ambulance:

1) Nursing home to Emergency Room: Medics is able to offer a 30 to 60 minute response for patients of a non acute life threatening medical condition being transported to the nearest Emergency Room or Hospital for direct admission.

2A) Nursing home to Hospital: Medics is able to offer transportation to Hospitals at any time; for patients requiring radiation therapy, outpatient surgery, CT Scans, MRI’s, and other outpatient procedures that can only be performed in a hospital.
2B) Medicare will only provide benefits for patients requiring transportation to hospital based wound care, chemotherapy, and prosthetic fittings after the PPS (Prospective Payment System or first 100 days) period expires. 

3) Nursing home to residence: for final discharge
4) Nursing home to ANY Dialysis center 
** All patients in sections 2 through 4 MUST meet guidelines for medical necessity established by Medicare. **
Medics WILL perform an assessment to determine whether or not the patient meets these guidelines.
